
G-10 YELLOW HOSE SWIVEL REPLACEMENT

1.  Heat up some water in the
micro wave is available or on your
stove top.  Water does have to
boil.

2. Remove water from the micro
wave or stove top.

3.  Place plastic hose swivel in the
hot water for at least 2 minutes.
Do not put plastic hose swivel in
the micro wave or on the stove
top.  (Picture #1)

4.  Use cooking utensil to remove
plastic part from hot water.  Care
should be taken not to burn
yourself.

5.  Place the heated plastic hose
swivel on a hard surface with the
notched side facing up.
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6.  Firmly press the G-10 Feeder
into the plastic hose swivel as
shown. The correct end of the is
the end with the shut-off valve.
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7.  Replace the existing rubber
hose gasket.
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
